FCF Mtg Minutes, 29 Sep 2009
1.  There were 18 members present for the mtg.

2. Dick Lambert reports we have $4788 total funds, and we owe $915.80 for the remainder of the shed, and all other known invoices are paid.  We have 1 new member:  Ken Hershberger?  The club has 55 full members,  and two junior members.

Old Business:

3. LLC – The President provided an update on the LLC.  The LLC process was submitted to the Autauga County Probate Judge office on September 18, 2009.  The county has submitted the package to the State for their actions.  It is the state actions that we have not received yet.  But according to the Probate Judge’s office, we are formally an LLC on the date processed (September 18th ), but it may take time for all the paperwork to run its course. New Business:
